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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:  "An Act To Prevent The Spreading Of Germs And Increase The Level Of Sanitation In Public Places By Means Of Hand-Sanitizer"

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1.  Definitions:

a) Hand Sanitizer: a convenient alcohol-gel cleansing product, containing ethanol or isopropanol with a concentration that kills bacteria and most viruses; must be FDA approved

b) Germs: micro-organisms, usually bacteria that cause disease, illness, or otherwise bad health

c) Sanitation: condition of maintaining clean, hygienic conditions that help prevent illness and reduce pathogens, bacteria, and other microbial contaminants

Section 2.  Public facilities including schools, medical clinics, daycare centers, grocery stores, and food/beverage services are required to provide hand-sanitizer dispensers near the entry door. All other public businesses and services will be encouraged to provide hand-sanitizer.

Section 3.  The usage of hand-sanitizer by independent consumers will be optional, although highly encouraged. There will be no requirements or penalties for consumers/customers.

Section 4.  Failure by public facilities to provide hand sanitizer will be punishable by a $300 fine, accompanied by a transgression report from the Montana Department of Public Health and Human Services.  Facilities that further fail to comply with this regulation will be fined $500 for each subsequent offense.

Section 5.   The Montana DPHHS will enforce this law.
Section 6.  Fiscal Note: funding for this law will come from the General Fund.
Section 7.  This bill will become effective immediately upon passage.
