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***********************************************************************A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “FREEING MONTANA’S SCHOOLS FROM

1. THE TYRRANY OF RELIGION”

2. BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

3. Section 1: Purpose: All use of the English word “God” in public schools will be

4. outlawed.  Other words for “God” in languages other than English will be permitted. 

5. Other names common with English-speaking people for “God,” such as “Yahweh,”

6. “Allah,” and “Jehovah” will be permitted.

7. (1) Vocal use of the word “God” will be prohibited.  This includes the use in

8.   sayings such as, “Oh my God!” or “God only knows,” or “God d—n it!”  The

9.   sayings will not be outlawed; the word “God” only must be stricken, leaving

10.   sayings like, “Oh my!” etc.  Also, the phrase “under God” in the Pledge of

11.   Allegiance must be edited. 

12. (2) Written use of the word “God” will be prohibited.  This includes tests, papers,

13.   notes, posters, billboards, screensavers, or any other sort of written material

14.   found inside a public school building.

15. (3) All hand signals used in sign language referring to the word “God” will be

16.   prohibited.  This includes all English sign languages, including but not limited

17.   to, American Sign Language, British Sign Language, Auslan (Australian Sign

18.   Language), Irish Sign Language, Pidgin Sign English, and the Rochester

19.   Method.

20. Section 2: Exceptions: 
21. (1) If a teacher must use the word “God” in an educational setting, he/she may do 

22.   so, so long as discretion is used.  

23. (2) Monetary bills that include the phrase “In God We Trust” will be permitted.  Textbooks that use the word “God” in an educational setting will be permitted.  

24. (3) If a teacher for the hearing-impaired must use the sign “God” in an 

25.   educational setting, he/she may do so, so long as discretion is used.

26. Section 3: Penalties: Any person in violation of this will be subject to 

27. no less than: 

28.   24 hours of incarceration, a $50 fine, and 20 hours of community service; 

29. and no more than: 

30.   96 hours of incarceration, a $200 fine, and 80 hours of community service.

31. Section 4: Fiscal note: No additional funding will be needed.

32. Section 5: Enactment: This bill will become effective on August 1, 2006.
