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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO PROVIDE THAT ALL PEOPLE WHO HAVE SMOKED FOR AT LEAST FIVE YEARS WILL BE ABLE TO TAKE A PROGRAM TO QUIT SMOKING.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  An Awareness program will be developed to let smokers in the State of Montana know that if they have smoked for over five years they can go to a class in their town to help them quit smoking. 
Section 2.  Those who have smoked for five years or more will receive a packet stating that they may attend a program to quit smoking, and where and when the class is. If they are interested in this program they must report to the city, who will have a sign-up sheet. Note: this class will be free of all charges, so that those who can not afford a program now will be able to.
Section 3.  The teacher of the “Quitting is a Must” program will receive a roll sheet from the city, and those who do not attend the class will not be charged with tickets, but will get a notice when the next meeting will be held.   Note that, depending on how large the city or town is there may be more than one program.
Section 4. The funding for this bill will come from the Cigarette Tax Money.
Section 5. This bill will be effective upon passage.
