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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:  "SCHOOL BUS SAFETY."  

BE IT ENACTED BY THE 2006 YMCA MONTANA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1 Intent: To ensure the safety of all Montana students, as well as to ensure that all students are being given equal educational opportunities.  

Section 2 Plan: The passage of the bill "School Bus Safety" will:

a.
Require that all buses contracted to serve public schools in the state of Montana cease          
all operations on days that temperatures fall below -25 degrees Fahrenheit in any or 


all regions within a distance of 25 miles of the affected school or schools, containing a 
bus route; not just at the location of the bus storage facility.  

b.
On days that buses are not permitted to operate as a result of extreme temperatures, 


the affected school or schools will be required to close, and remain closed until 


buses may resume operation.  

c.
Bus routes that are located at a distance exceeding 25 miles of  the school/schools will  
not be subject to the -25 degree Fahrenheit limit.  Bus service will continue to be 
provided for those individuals living within these designated regions as long as:

1. Temperatures remain above -25 degrees Fahrenheit within 25 miles of the school/schools.  


2. The school is capable of remaining open. 

Section 3 Funding: If needed, all appropriations will be provided by the respective appropriations committee.

Section 4 Enforcement: Enforcement will be provided by the Montana Department of 


Education.

Section 5 Effective Date: Though all schools do not begin a new year simultaneously, this 


bill will be considered effective for each school as it opens into the 2006-2007 school 


year.
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
