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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO INCREASE THE MINIMUM WAGE OF THE GREAT STATE OF MONTANA.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1.  The minimum wage for the state of Montana shall be increased gradually until it is even with the wage necessary to maintain a single adult at the poverty line.

Section 2.  The increase shall be instated on June 1st of each year.  The first year will require and increase of $.85 an hour so that the minimum wage will become $6.00 and hour.  Each year after shall require an increase of $.50 an hour.

Section 3. Once the minimum wage has attained the level required to maintain a single adult at the poverty line, the wage will increase only by the amount necessary to maintain a single adult at the poverty line.  An assessment committee shall determine each year what the wage required to maintain the poverty line is.

Section 4.  The monies necessary to enable this committee to carry out their duty will be taken from the General Fund.

Section 5.  This Act shall become effective upon June 1st of 2006.
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
