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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “"Montana’'s Spam Control Act"”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1:Definition: Internet spam is one or more unsolicited messages, sent or posted as part of
a larger collection of messages, all having substantially identical content.

Section 2: No spam will be allowed in the state of Montana.

Section 3: There will be law enforcement agencies designed to track the use of spam over the
Internet. If it reaches a computer in Montana, it is illegal.

Section 4: Several different punishments are possible, depending upon the severity of the spam.
Any pornographic porn spam could be punishable by up to 10 years in prison. Fines of up to
five-hundred dollars would be acceptable for the first offense. After the first offense you add jail
time to the five hundred dollar fine.

Section 5: This bill will go into effect immediately after passing.
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
