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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “An act to fine businesses for the employing
of illegal immigrants.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1: Action All businesses that are found employing illegal immigrants will
be fined 10,000 (ten thousand) dollars per illegal immigrant.
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Section 2: Enforcement This act will be enforced by Local authorities based on
10 information received from the INS. If any illegal immigrants are found under the
11 employment of said company/ business the resulting fine(s) will be administered
12 and paid within one week of the date the fine(s) was/ were administered.

13 The business will also be flagged and subjected to random searches. If the

14 business fails to pay the fine it will accrue an interest of 10 % per week.

17 Section 3: Funding This act will require state funding. Unless it can produce its
18 own funding from collection of administered fines.

20 Section 4: Enactment Date This Bill will go into effect one month after passage.
